Created in 1984, the Pennyrile Housing Corporation (PHC) provides safe, decen
affordable housing opportunities for tmamoderate income residents of the Pennyril
region. Funding is provided by the Department of Housing and Urban Developn
Kentucky Housing Corporation and the Department for Local Government to deve
programs in Homeownership, Housing Rehabilitation, and Housing and Rental Produ
Cities and counties provided the necessary match and leverage sources.

Homeowner Rehabilitation
