We were honored to have 
the Executive Director of KOHS attend our first kick-off meeting with an update on 
not only the program- but the important role that citizens play in the threat from 
terrorism- domestic and international. The speech was enlightening and enforced 
our (PRCCC’s) emphasis on training our CERT, NWP, and Citizens to be aware of 
their surroundings, and if they have that “gut instinct” (see something, say 
something) call.  We have partnered with our local Educational Institutions to share 
the Preparedness Message as well as training in Terrorism and Weapons of Mass 
Destruction. We are extremely fortunate to have experienced Instructors 
volunteering from Fort Campbell, PADD, and Pennyrile Region their time-
experience.  

Again, we are very encouraged and motivated about the activities of the upcoming 
year- 2010. We encourage our entire regions citizens to join us in Being Prepared, 
ready for any and all challenges that we may face. Uniting Communities, One 
Neighborhood at a Time is part of our Mission and we hope you will join us.
